2009 Yom Kippur Appeal - Gift Aid
You will have seen the worthy charities that our Synagogue would like to support as part of this year's Yom Kippur Appeal. We will be enormously grateful for whatever you can afford this year. However, your generosity can be supplemented by the Government if you complete and return the attached Gift Aid form.

In April 2000 the £250 minimum limit on Gift Aid donations was abolished. This means that charities, including Harrow and Wembley, can reclaim tax at the basic rate for any donation, no matter how small (or large) whether they are regular or one-off. Thus, as an example, if you donate £10 to this year's Appeal, if you are a taxpayer we will be able to reclaim a further £2.82 from the Inland Revenue.

For those of you who have completed a Gift Aid declaration previously there is no need to complete a second form as you need only make a one-off declaration that donations received from you are to be treated as Gift Aid donations. However, if you have not completed a form previously, or are unsure whether or not you completed a form, we ask you to complete the attached form if you are a UK tax payer, however big or small the size of your donation.

When making your donation this year please complete, sign and return the attached form in the same envelope and so help to maximise the support we can give to this year's charities and those of future years.
